Post-lockdown

Publishing

Like Tsunami, LOCKDOWN is a word that entered my vocabulary
in an unpleasant way, forcing its self into my consciousness. | waited
patiently for two months, not knowing when normal routines would
resume, and watched with mounting panic as businesses all around
me ground to a halt and cash-flows dried up in our little enterprises.
Restricted further by prolonged curfew, | reluctantly let some staff in
our small publishing company seek other employment while asking
those who could work from home to do so.

Much to my dismay, | discovered that post lockdown, the
economy seemed to be in shambles. Except for the State sector, salary
cuts and lay-offs seemed widespread. Except for grocery stores and
pharmacies, three months after lockdown ended, shops are still near-
empty. Consumer patterns have become conservative, with spending
limited to the essential. We may have regained freedom of movement,
but despite our best efforts, money does not flow or even trickle down,
in the way it did before.

In our world of books, this stagnation is intensified. We do
not have a culture of reading, in the way the term is understood in the
west. For example, as soon as lockdown in the UK ended, bookshops
recorded some of their highest sales-days with readers stocking up on
the latest bestsellers or books they always wanted to read. Conversely,
many of our local bookshops continue to have a negligible number of
visitors and perhaps because of this, are one of the safest shops to visit.
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Culture and the Arts have been hard-hit by viral fears and
books fall squarely into this category. One wonders whether readers
have lost interest in books or whether reading patterns and tastes
have changed. In this time of pandemic and economic uncertainty,
how does one keep the interest level of readers alive and active?
Unlike performing arts such as theatre, movies, dance etc., reading is
a solitary exercise that does not require us to be in other company or
expose ourselves to the still dreaded virus in public spaces. Reading
is something we can do in the safety of our homes, in the comfort of
our favourite chair or even under a tree in the park. Books themselves
are not expensive. Quite often they cost less than a ticket for two to
the cinema or prepared lunch packets. What’s more, books can be
shared amongst friends and family and will remain books. So, why
aren’t readers flocking to bookshops?

Every link in the chain of writer-publisher- printer- bookseller-
and reader is vital, with the consumer or reader being the most
important. The question to ask should then be: what do readers want
and when we understand that, we should be able to cater to their
demands. But how do we do that? Should we re-examine the whole
chain and tighten up the links? Should we offer a different type of
book? What are the crucial points?

Publishers take a chance on writing they think is good, in
the hope a particular book will find wide acceptance. In traditional
publishing, the losses incurred by a book that doesn’t succeed are
absorbed by other books that fare well. So we ask, what are the books
or genres that will fare well today? Who can tell us and minimize our
risk? Logically, it would appear that booksellers and librarians are the
best placed to advise us on market trends. More than anyone else,
they know what readers are looking for; librarians know which books
are checked out the most, and whether there are patterns or themes
that readers are following. Similarly, booksellers know almost instantly
which books sell and which don’t and can tell you whether fiction
outsells non-fiction or vice-versa.



During the lockdown and even afterwards, my inbox has been
flooded with a slew of interesting manuscripts across many genres.
From imaginative children’s stories with a legal slant to the memoirs of
a British civil servant who served in Ceylon in the fading days of empire
to a travelogue tracking the trajectory in Lanka of Ibn Battuta, the
famous 14th century traveler —all of these will very likely become books
from our publishing house, added to the four books we have already
released after lockdown. Writers have upped their game and kept at
it diligently. The test is whether readers will grant them acceptance.

The Colombo International Book Fair is a one- stop- forum
that is so much more than an annual book sale with big discounts.
It is an opportunity for readers, writers, publishers and booksellers
from far flung corners of our beautiful island to come together and
see what is available. It is a place to discover unheard of authors from
small publishing houses; it is a place to make friends with like-minded
readers and fellow publishers; it is a place to exchange ideas and form
new allegiances. It is, for those publishers who don’t own a bookshop
to become booksellers and finally interact with readers and confirm
ideas on the profile of their clientele. Ideally, writers will join this forum
an experience first-hand what readers are looking for.

Even more than during previous years, the year 2020 will be
crucial in providing valuable insights into the minds of readers. The year
ahead promises frugality and readers will want the best possible book
for their money. It goes without saying that in this context, publishers
will be more discerning in the choice of stories they publish. None of
this is bad, as, in this moment of adversity, we have the opportunity
to strategize, to streamline our operations, to cut the deadwood, trim
the fat and publish books that will make us proud.
